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George I. Lythcott 2011 Award 

Black Commissioned Officers Advisory Group

The George I. Lythcott Award was established by the Black Commissioned Officers Advisory Group (BCOAG) in May 1996 to recognize an individual who demonstrates a genuine sense of public service and leadership initiative, and whose contributions enhance the health status of medically underserved populations.    

RADM George I. Lythcott, M.D. (1918-1995) was a former Assistant Commissioner of Health in New York City.  As Assistant Commissioner of Health, RADM Lythcott was in charge of the Health Department’s Bureau of Schoolchildren’s and Adolescent Health.  RADM Lythcott was appointed as the Assistant Surgeon General in 1977 by President Jimmy Carter and administrator of the Health Services Administration in the Department of Health and Human Services.  RADM Lythcott was an exceptional public servant who in the 1960s helped West African countries eradicate smallpox and measles. 
PHS officers (Grades O-2, O-3, or O-4) with a minimum of five (5) years of service in the Corps are eligible to apply for this award. 

Nominations are encouraged from all Operating Divisions (OPDIVs) and shall describe how the candidate has met the following criteria:

· Contributions to the program and OPDIV objectives have reflected a sustained high quality of work performance;
· Work performance or a single important achievement has been characterized by outstanding leadership initiative and/or the application of unique skills and creativity;

· Overall work performance or a single activity has clearly contributed to the mission of PHS; or 

· Participation in activities within or outside PHS has had a positive impact on improving the health status of the Nation’s medically underserved populations.

Candidates should submit their nomination packet electronically to CAPT Beverly Dandridge, at Beverly.Dandridge@dhs.gov, by no later than April 22, 2011.  

The nomination packet must include the following:

· Nomination Form;
· Narrative statement describing the nominee’s accomplishments;
· Nominee’s Curriculum Vitae; and
· Nominations must be endorsed by an Agency/Operating Division/Program official who is at least one administrative level above the nominee. Typically this is the nominee’s first line supervisor.
