Dr. Richmond’s work caught the eye
of Sargent Shriver, who was appointed to
lead the new Office of Economic
Opportunity in 1964.  Recruited to the
OEO, Dr. Richmond used demonstra-
tion grants to launch Head Start in 1965
and enrolled 500,000 children in 2,700
communities within six months.

In 1967, Dr. Richmond returned to
SUNY to become dean of its medical fac-
ulty in Syracuse.  In 1971, he moved to

Harvard Medical School, where he held
professorships in child psychiatry and
human development, and in preventive
and social medicine.  

In 1977, Dr. Richmond became the
Department of Health, Education and
Welfare’s Assistant Secretary for Health
and U.S. Surgeon General, the chief
spokesman on the nation’s health.  It was
the first time the two jobs were 
combined.

Four years later he went back to
Harvard as the John D. MacArthur 

professor of health policy, teaching at the
medical school and the School of Public
Health, retiring in 1988.  As recently as
May 2008, he was still spending a few
hours each day in his office at Harvard.

After he left office, in the 1990s, he
was the lead-off witness in a class-action
lawsuit brought by flight attendants who
believed their health was compromised by
secondhand smoke.  Also, in 2004 he
joined three other Surgeons General to
unveil a national plan to curb smoking,
calling for a $2 tax on every pack of 
cigarettes.

His first wife, Rhee Richmond, died in
1985.  A son from that marriage, Dale
Richmond, died in 1972.

Survivors include his wife of 21 years,
Jean Richmond of Brookline; two sons
from his first marriage, Dr. Barry
Richmond of Bethesda, MD and Charles
Richmond of Indianapolis, IN; two step-
sons, Michael Berger of Detroit, MI and
Dr. Steven Berger of West Lafayette, IN;
nine grandchildren; and five great-grand-
children.

Rosalynn Carter said in a statement
issued July 29, “Jimmy and I are sad-
dened to learn of the loss of our dear
friend and colleague, Dr. Julius Rich-
mond.  Julie was a wonderful and com-
passionate champion in the fight to
improve health, mental health, and edu-
cational opportunities for our nation’s
children.  All Americans have benefited
from his decades of leadership in advanc-
ing the healthcare needs of our country.”

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Foundation Secures Grant from Dr. Carruth Wagner Foundation
to Support PHS Nurse Education Programs

The PHS Commissioned Officers
Foundation is pleased to announce that

the Dr. Carruth J. Wagner Foundation will
provide a grant of more than $25,000 to be
used to further COF support for PHS nurse
education programs.

Dr. Carruth J. Wagner, who passed a
away in 2002, had a distinguished career in
the PHS Commissioned Corps.  He rose to
the rank of Assistant Surgeon General (Rear
Admiral) and served as Director, Bureau of
Health Services; Chief, Bureau of Medical
Services; Director, Indian Health Service;
and Chief, Division of Health Mobilization.

Admiral Wagner once said, in response to
a question as to what he credited his success,
“My success can best be summarized as the
result of efforts of other people.  First my
family, particularly my mother, then my
teachers and preceptors, and finally my asso-
ciates.  Throughout my life there has been a
key individual who created an environment
where I could exercise my maximum capa-
bilities.  Later in life, when it became possi-
ble for me to provide similar opportunities
for associates, I found the benefits I derived

far exceeded anything I could have achieved
on my own.”

Admiral Wagner established his founda-
tion to provide scholarships to students
wishing to become doctors, nurses, and
health care professionals.  The Mabel May

Wagner Award was established in 1979 and
named for RADM Wagner’s mother.  This
award is given annually to the PHS nurse
who best epitomizes excellence of service,
competence, and commitment to public
health nursing.

The grant from the Wagner Foundation
to COF, renewable each year, will continue
funding for the Mabel May Wagner Award;
provide funding for PHS nurses training;
continuing education; and support PHS
nurse recruitment and retention.
Additionally, the terms of the grant call for
the establishment of five new $1,000 nurse
awards each year, named for RADM
Wagner.  The criteria for the new nurse
awards will be determined by the PHS
Nurse PAC.

The grant funds will be administered by
the PHS Commissioned Officers
Foundation.  A committee to oversee the
funds use will be established by joint agree-
ment with the Chief Nurse Officer, Nurse
PAC, and the Commissioned Officers
